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Transcript Analysis – Spring 2020 
(Semesters Summer 2017 - Spring 2018) 
 
The Intensive English Language Institute (IELI) conducted the following assessment by 
monitoring the transcripts of former IELI students who exited the IELI program Summer 
Semester 2017 through Spring Semester 2018 (the most current semesters for which data is 
available). 
 
One hundred six (106) students studied in IELI during the three semesters of evaluation. 
During that time eighty-six (86) students (81%) exited the program and twenty (20) students 
(19%) remained in the program.  (“Exited” implies they left the IELI program with or without 
completing it.) 
 
These exiting students first entered IELI between Fall Semester 2015 and Spring Semester 
2018. The majority of these students (56 students or 53%) began attending IELI  
Fall Semester 2017. 
 
 
 

 
Of the 86 students who exited the program, 78 students (91%) were eligible to take USU 
courses.  Of the 78 students who were eligible to take USU courses, 37 students (47%) 
completed 3 semesters at USU and were continuing to study in their respective majors (see 
page 2). 
 
After completing three semesters at USU, the above 37 students exhibited GPAs 
ranging from 1.86 to 3.91 with an average GPA of 3.05.
